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Part . LEXICON AND DEFINITIONS

1. Base

The bottom part of a playing figure. The base ptaying figure allows it
to slide or move forward on the playing surface.

2. Body

In these rules, any reference to the body of agplalgall mean the physical
body of that player including his or her clothing.

3. Field playing figure

All playing figures of a player excluding the spa@alkeeper.

4. Figure

The figure is the upper part of a playing figurattrs firmly fixed to the
playing figure's base and shall represent a hurodwg.b

5. Goalkeeper

The goalkeeper consists of a specific figure, asdally a base, firmly
fixed to the end of a rod equipped with a handhel ased for goalkeeping
by the player.
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6. Match

In a match of sports table football, two playerdemms face each other by
following the FISTF rules and regulations. At thedeof an individual
match between two players, the player who has dcorere goals than
his/her opponent wins the match. At the end of dacmdetween two
teams, the achieved points and if necessary theinadated goal
difference determine the final result.

7. Passing a line

The ball or the playing figure has completely pdsseline when the
referee is able to see green between the balleopltying figure and the
line when viewed from directly above.

8. Player

The physical person who plays an individual matchports table football.

9. Playing area

The area of the playing surface inside the goal-tanchlines.

10. Playing board

The playing board consists of hardboard or sinmaterial with a playing
surface and two goals properly fixed, and is surdad by a fence or other
barrier.
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11. Playing figure

Playing figures are used for flicking by the played consist of a figure
and a base. There are two types of playing figuiiekd playing figures
and spare-goalkeepers.

12. Playing surface

A rectangle of smooth pitch cloth with the defingdnted lines to play
sports table football.

13. Referee

The physical person appointed to enforce the rofeshe game and
arbitrate the disagreements between the playersxgdwan individual
match.

14. Spare-Goalkeeper

A playing figure additional to the field playinggfires, and that may on
occasion replace the goalkeeper.

15. Team

A team consists of four players playing four indival matches against the
same number of players of another team on the samwer of playing
boards.
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16. Type

A defined and distinct model of ball, playing figuor goalkeeper. New
types of balls, playing figures and goalkeeperstrheshomologated to be
authorized for use in a match.

17. Rules of Construction

In case of any conflict between the FISTF Statatesany section of these
rules, the provisions of the FISTF Statutes sha/ail.

If any provision of these rules or its applicalilito any person or
circumstance is held invalid, the invalidity shadit affect other provisions
or application of these rules which can be givaratfwithout the invalid
provision or application, and to this end the pstms of these rules shall
be severable.

The rights and obligations herein contained shalre to the benefit of,
and be binding upon, FISTF, member national assons registered
players and registered clubs and their respeckeelgors, administrators,
successors and assigns.

Any forbearance of FISTF, member national assamati registered
players or registered clubs to exercise any rightemedy to which he is
entitled to herein shall not be construed as a &vaof, or preclude the
exercise of, any right or remedy.

As used herein, words in the masculine gender shalin and include
corresponding neuter words or words in the femirgeader and vice-
versa, words in the singular shall mean and inclingeplural and vice-
versa, and the word “may” gives sole discretiorhaiit any obligation to
take any action.

Any case not provided for herein shall be in firftance resolved by the
match referee or the competition head refereehdtl sater be referred to
the FISTF Board of Directors, which shall issueimalf binding and
conclusive ruling on the case.
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Part ll. SPORTS RULES OF THE GAME

Rule 1: Manipulation of the playing figures

1.1. Flicking

1.1.1. A playing figure shall be propelled by plagithe index or
middle finger of either hand next to the playinguiie and
flicking with the nail of the finger against theaging figure's
base.

1.1.2. Playing figures may not be knocked, pushedged or scraped
along nor may any leverage be gained other tham ftloe
playing surface. The flicked playing figure shalsiantaneously
leave the nail of the used finger. The player'sdhand lower
forearm may not move during the flick.

1.3. Position of the player

Providing the ball is stationary, a playfiggire lying down shall
be put upright by the referee. To put a lying phagyifigure
upright the junction of the lying playing figurdmse with the
playing surface shall be used as a fixed point wétanding up
the playing figure.

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Rule 3: Duration of the game

half time interval shall be 3-5 minutes. The refeshall be the
sole match timer, keeping track with his own watch.

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Rule 6: Defending

6.1. Defender

A block-flick taken by the defender aftee thitacker has missed
the ball is considered an attacking flick.

The attacker does not have to wait for tbeenber to take a
block-flick. However, in the following situationghe referee

Rule 2.1: Placing and raising of playimgufes: If the referee
interrupts the game and places playing figures raloeg to the
rules (when the ball is stationary), he shall allthe defender
time to make an untaken block-flick.

(iv) If back is requested by the attacker, the nedeshall replace the
offending playing figure and the eventually affecteall to the
previous position. The referee shall position tlfferaled attacking
playing figure where the offense took place anadhe signal for the
game to continue by stating: “play!” Thereby, thaeker gains some

7.2.2. The goalkeeper may try to save or stop & sbibaccording to
rule 7.1 without the risk of scoring an own goald®aflecting the
ball. A goal-flick shall be awarded instead if tQealkeeper
deflects an irregular shot into his own goal. Sde 15.

7.3. Own goal

7.3.1. A player may score an own goal from anywharethe pitch
regardless of the playing figure’s and the balbsigon.

7.3.2. However, the attacker may not score an avah directly from a
free-flick, corner-flick, flick-in, goal-flick or pnalty-flick. A
corner-flick shall be awarded to the opposing plagstead. See
rule 16.

7.3.3. If the ball rebounds directly off the post @ossbar after a
regular shot at the opponent's goal and passesttheker's
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goalline, a goal-flick for the attacker shall beaaded. See rule
15.
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Rule 8: Goalkeeping

8.1 Manipulation

8.1.1. The goalkeeper shall be placed under onleedback bars of the
goal and protrude with its rod from the rear of gjoal.

When the offense occurs:
Referee’s expression: lllegal manipulation - free-flick
Punishment: Free-flick from the penalty spot. See rule 11.

8.1.2. The goalkeeper may not be moved rapidlyntb fao before the
attacking playing figure has touched the ball.

Punishment: Free-flick from the penalty-spot of the offending
player. See rule 11.1.

8.1.6. The goalkeeper's rod is an integral parthef goalkeeper and
may be used to save or play the ball.

8.2. Positioning

8.2.1. Before, during and after a shot at goalgbalkeeper may be
held in any desired position in attempt to playsave the ball
within the goal-area. However, no part of the geeajier may go
past the line of the goal-area or to touch the-goaa line.

When the offense occurs:
Referee’s expression: lllegal manipulation - free-flick / penalty-flick

Punishment: a. Free-flick from the penalty spot for the
goalkeeper's first offense. See rule 11.

b. Penalty-flick for each of the goalkeeper's
following offenses or if the law has been broken
intentionally.

8.2.2. The goalkeeper may not touch any statiopkying figure that
Is positioned in the goal-area or touching the goeah line. See
rule 2.1.2.

When the offense occurs:

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Punishment: Free-flick from the penalty spot. See rule 11.

8.2.3. The goalkeeper may not hinder the attackattempting to flick
an attacking playing figure across the goal-area.

When the offense occurs:
Referee’s expression:  Keeper-foul - free-flick
Punishment: Free-flick from the penalty spot. See rules 5.4, 11

8.3. Substitution

8.3.1. The goalkeeper may be temporarily replacgdtie spare-
goalkeeper. See rule 9.

8.3.2. A broken or damaged goalkeeper may be sutestiat any time
during the match providing the ball is stationaty. the
goalkeeper is not damaged or broken it may be gutest only
at the occasion of a goal-flick, corner-flick, ®in, free-flick,
penalty-flick or after a goal has been scored.

Actions to take:
Player’'s expression: Substitution!

Referee’s action: The referee shall check if the replacement
goalkeeper fulfills the defined regulations, then
gives the defender time to take an untaken block-
flick.

8.3.3. During playing time an unbroken goalkeepay e substituted
only once during a match. However, there is no tlina
substitute broken goalkeepers.
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Rule 9: Spare-goalkeeping

9.2. Removing

spare-goalkeeper's player is in possession of die b the
spare-goalkeeper's player has lost possessioneobdl, the
spare-goalkeeper remains in the game and the ggmdkenay
only be reinstalled providing:

a. Possession of the ball has been regained bysplaee-
goalkeeper’'s player. However, if the played attagkfigure
flicks the ball onto a defensive playing figur@o{ the
goalkeeper), and from there it rebounds back tatgacking
playing figure, the requirement of change of posieesis not
fulfilled in order to remove the spare goalkeeper.

b. The ball has crossed either touch- or goalline.

c. A free-flick or penalty-flick is awarded to thepare-
goalkeeper's player and that player does not requgday on.

d. A penalty-flick is awarded against the sparelgmeper’s
player and that player does not request to play on.

rules, the referee shall give him an orange card.

10.2.2. The orange card implies that the refereall skmove the
offending player’s spare-goalkeeper from the plgyoard.

10.3. Red card

10.3.1. In case of serious misconduct, the refeshall give the
offending player a red card that implies the immaésli
disqualification from the match by losing with ammum of O-
3. If the score of the interrupted match was higliee actual
score shall be kept.

10.3.2. The disqualified player may suffer from iéiddal disciplinary
sanctions defined by the competition's head referédSTF.

10.4.  Finger-foul

10.4.1. A player may not touch any stationary pigyfigure with any
part of his body, except the playing figure whisha be flicked.

When the offense occurs:
Referee’s expression:  Finger-foul - free-flick / penalty-flick

Punishment: Free-flick from where a player has touched the
playing figure. See rules 11 and 12.

10.6. Obstruction

10.6.1. A player may not obstruct his opponent &y on or off the
playing-area with any part of his body in ordepteventa flick
from being taken.

When the offense occurs:
Referee’s expression:  Obstruction - free-flick

Punishment: a. Free-flick from the position of the ball at the
moment of the offense. See rule 11.

b. Free-flick from the penalty-spot if the ball has
been positioned in the penalty-area at the moment
of the offense. See rule 11.1.

10.6.2. Examples of offenses:

10.6.2.1. The attacker prevents a block-flick beiaken by keeping or
putting his hand on the playing pitch without adijulicking a
playing figure.

10.7. Misconduct

10.7.1. During the two fifteen minutes periods raxtme, sudden death
and shoot-out the players may not speak or makggexated
gestures. The players may not comment on the mextiticjze or
influence the referee's decisions or influence dpponent, the
referee or the spectators.

10.7.2. The players shall strictly follow the refeis decision and the
only occasions for a player to speak during a mateh

10.7.2.1. The offended player informs the referaeptaying on: “play
on”, or of accepting the awarded sanction in ca$eamy
infringements by the opposing player.

10.7.2.2. The attacker may ask for distance in @ezswe with Rule 2.6:
“distance!”

10.7.2.3. Both players may ask the referee to renttre ball and the
nominated playing figure in order to take a posiab flick
before a flick-in, corner-flick or free-flick. Seale 11.2.2.

10.7.2.4. The attacker shall ask the referee fomi@sion to take a tick-
flick and to announce that it is being taken: “@fés? - Tick!”

10.7.2.5. Both players may announce the substitutioa playing figure
or the goalkeeper: “substitution!”

10.7.2.6. Both players shall declare their readinascase of a shoot-out
when shooting or goalkeeping: “ready!” See rule 17.

10.7.2.7. Mutual communication between the two @iayto outvote the
referee in a questionable situation.

Punishment: a. Free-flick from the position of the ball at the
moment of the offense. See rule 11.

b. Free-flick from the penalty-spot if the ball has
been positioned in the penalty-area at the moment
of the offense. See rule 11.1.

10.8.2. When shooting at goal, the attacker magagyeefor the shot, but
may not take more than 10 seconds to shoot.

10.8.3. Notwithstanding Rule 10.8.2, taking angkflwhich is not a shot
at the goal may not take more than 5 seconds.

10.8.4. Tactical time wasting by keeping possesdmmas long as
possible shall not be punished providing the dedemsl given a
fair chance to regain possession of the ball.

10.8.5. The referee shall note wasted time andtaddextra time.

10.9. lllegal behavior

When a player takes up position to shoot, by ptadiis/her hand on the
table behind the shooting playing figure, there maybe any feigning of
a shot in order to provoke a reaction from the k@agber, nor may the
shooting player remove his/her hand from the pigyoard until the shot
has been completed.

Rule 5: Goalkeeper

5.1. Dimensions of the goalkeeper figure

The goalkeeper shall consist of a figure or ofgufe with a base. The
goalkeeper shall be firmly fixed to a rod, have hee¢ dimensional
defending contents of maximum 2700 mrexcluding the rod, and
restricted by the following regulations by fulfily the following
standards:

5.1.1. Maximum height of the goalkeeper: 39 mm
5.1.2. Maximum thickness of the goalkeeper figérenm
5.1.3. Maximum width of the goalkeeper: 21 mm
5.1.4. The goalkeeper shall symbolize a human body

5.2. Dimensions of the goalkeeper-rod
The rod is fixed to the goalkeeper figure or theeband is part of the
goalkeeper by fulfilling the following standards:

5.2.1. The goalkeeper's rod shall be a straightiptb 15 cm in length
and 4 mm of maximum width, excluding the handle.

5.2.2. The handle may not exceed 10 cm in length.

5.3. Homologation

5.3.1. It is necessary to ask for homologationes moalkeeper type to
the F.I.S.T.F. Board of Directors before any playgght use
them in a game. The applicant shall send a samplaio
products, with a memorandum of understanding of the
conditions of points 5.3.3 and 5.3.4.
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5.3.2. The following goalkeeper figures are apptbby FISTF. Any
further design of a goalkeeper is to be preseraedI$TF and
authorized before it may be used in any competition

5.3.2.1. The followingflat goalkeeper styles: English style, Subbuteo
style, Swiss style, German style.

5.3.2.2. 00-scalejockey goalkeeper exchangeable or not exchangeable
00-scale goalkeeper with stretched arms, 00-scaddkgeper
with bended body. Metal and plastic versions of dbalkeeper
figure are accepted.

5.3.2.3. Sportsfigure goalkeeper, consisting of a Sports playiiggre
with a rod protruding from its base. Wooden andygiyrene
versions of the goalkeeper figure are accepted.
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5.3.2.4. Toccergoalkeeper, consisting of a special Toccer figuitbout
base, with a rod protruding from its feet. Metaldaplastic
versions of the goalkeeper figure are accepted.

5.3.2.5. Woodentop goalkeeper, consisting of a Woodentop figure
mounted on a 00-scale base with a rod protrudioy ft.

5.3.2.6. Zeugogoalkeeper, similar to the 00-scale goalkeepers.
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5.3.3. To be successfully homologated, a new typgpoalkeeper must
be industrially produced and distributed in su#iti quantity to
supply any required order.

5.3.4. Homologation is granted purely on sportsugds, and FISTF
expressly disclaims any obligation or warranty, ress or
implied, including, without limitation, any impliedvarranty
arising from course of performance, course of agabr usage
of trade, all other obligations and liabilities wéaever whether
in contract, warranty, tort (including without litation,
negligence, active, passive or imputed liabilitystrct liability),
by statute or otherwise, strict liability or produi@bility of any
nature whatsoever, and intellectual property rigtdgkated to the
homologated products, either towards the applicargny third

party.
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Part IV. REFEREE'S GUIDE

Rule 1: Referee's obligations

A referee shall be appointed to monitor eaeme of an
F.I.S.T.F. competition event. He shall be in tatahtrol of the
game for the duration, including the half time meds. He shall
announce any breach of the rules and give swift eledr
instructions according to the international spaiblé football
rules and by applying the international refere@sabulary.

The referee shall enforce the rules of theegghot may refrain
from penalizing in case the offending player redgiés play on.
The offended player may not accept an awarded isanct
subsequently after having played on.

The referee shall interrupt the game on tleasions defined by
the rules and whenever he assumes it to be negaessander to

clarify or verify a specific or unclear situatioti.in case of a
guestionable situation, the attacker keeps on miayvithout

giving the referee the opportunity to interrupt tieame in order
to clarify or verify the regarded situation, théeree shall decide
in favor of the defender.

The referee's decision is final. In case afeutainty, the referee
may interrupt the match and ask the head referegdiace.

Before flick-off the referee shall verify thdentity of the
performing players and control the conformity ofe tlhused
equipment with FISTF regulations.

The referee shall be the sole match timerpikgetrack with

his/her own watch. In case of delaying interrupsion the match
or in case of time wasting by one or the other gidathe referee
shall consider lost time to be played at the enthefregarded
time interval.
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1.7. The referee shall fill out the match-reporinfcand hand it back
to the head referee immediately after the match besn
finished.

1.8. The referee shall wear the official refereemsiform or a

tracksuit during the match. The competition organihas the
competence to oblige referees to perform in spEittEs.

Rule 2: Linesman

A linesman may be appointed to assist the referse.may draw the
referee’s attention to any breach of the rules mag support the referee
with other requested assistance.
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Part V. ADDITIONNAL INDOOR SPORTS
TABLE FOOTBALL PLAYING RULES

1. The duration of the game is 2 times 7 minutes.

Five playing figures and a goalkeeper are usqulay. There is no
spare-goalkeeper required.

3. Placing the playing figures:

3.1. A playing figure that left the playing boardadl be placed on the
touch- or goalline level to where it has left tHaymng board.

3.2. If a playing figure is positioned within theaj-area or goal-mouth,
it shall be moved forward to 1 mm inside the pgnalea.

3.3. If a figure is positioned across the touchlarel is closer to the
barrier than the touchline, it can be placed ontthehline to be
played.

4. The playing board's barriers can be used witheeithe playing
figures or the ball to rebound off.

5. The attacker may play a moving ball. Howeverthié ball has
stopped, the attackenustallow the defender to take a block-flick.
While the attacker is playing a moving ball, thefesheler is not
allowed to interfere.

6. After a save by the goalkeeper, the ball mussthgonary before
the attacker may continue to play.

7. There is no offside and therefore also no tli$ required.

8. Flick-in:

8.1.  For a flick-in, the ball must leave the playiboard on one or the
other side.

8.2.  Aflick-in can be forced off any playing figuor goalkeeper that is
positioned on the playing board. However, the balkt leave the
playing board in the same half as the forcing agftedting figures.

9. Goal-flick:

9.1. For a goal-flick the ball must leave the ptayboard on one or the
other side of the goal.
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9.2. A goal-flick can be forced off any playing digg or goalkeeper that
Is positioned on the playing board.

10. Corner-flick:

10.1. For a corner-flick, the ball must leave th&ymg board on one or
the other side of the goal.

10.2. A corner-flick can be forced off any playifigure or goalkeeper
that is positioned on the playing board. Howevlg ball must
leave the playing board in the same half as theirfgr and
deflecting figures.

11. By taking a flick-off, flick-in, corner-flick b goal-flick, the ball
must become stationary and the defender may tableck-flick
before the attacker can proceed with his attack.

12. The standard size of the playing area is 60 &r8.

13. Except when mentioned above, the playing rofgmint Il are also
applicable to Indoor sports table football.
